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The last two years have been challenging. Between pandemic-induced inflation, civil unrest,
catastrophic wildfires, and the rising cost of living in Colorado, families are feeling squeezed.
That's why we worked tirelessly this session to deliver real results for Colorado’s working
families. We stayed focused on cutting costs and saving you money, fought to increase per-pupil
funding and set our students up for success, worked to combat the fentanyl crisis and create
safer communities, and took action to clean up our air and improve health care outcomes to
create a healthier future for our families.

In the 2022 Legislative Session, Sen. Zenzinger was the prime sponsor of 60 pieces of
legislation, including 23 Senate bills, 32 House bills, and four resolutions. For the sixth year in a
row, she earned a 100% bipartisan record of support on all her sponsored legislation. Nearly all
(97%) of her bills received bipartisan sponsorship. Additionally, twelve of her bills passed
unanimously in the Senate and 99% of the bills on which Sen. Zenzinger voted “yes” were
bipartisan.

The main areas of legislation that Sen. Zenzinger sponsored include: (1) education, children
and youth, (2) affordable housing, (3) transportation and infrastructure, and (4) budget and
economic recovery.

Education, Children & Youth: As the Chair of the Senate Education Committee, Sen.
Zenzinger spearheaded several key education bills through the legislature, including the School
Finance Act, bills to assist disadvantaged and foster youth, and legislation to increase funding
for special education. Sen. Zenzinger made sure that every dollar available was appropriated to
our schools.

SB22-008 Higher Education Support for Foster Youth: Concerning postsecondary
education support for certain students who have been in out-of-home placement.

SB22-054 Recommend Community School for Turnaround Plan: Concerning the
addition of a recommendation that a district public school be converted to a community
school if the district public school fails to make substantial progress under its turnaround
plan.

SB22-064 Neighborhood Youth Organizations: Concerning requirements for
neighborhood youth organizations that provide services designed for the development of
youth.

HB22-1220 Removing Barriers To Educator Preparation: Concerning removing barriers
in educator preparation to support educator candidates entering the educator workforce.

HB22-1248 Extend School Leadership Pilot Program: Concerning continuation of the
school leadership pilot program, and, in connection therewith, making an appropriation.

Zenzinger
sponsored a measure that established the Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act Cash Fund to
be used for non federal match funding requirements for infrastructure projects eligible to receive
federal funding under the federal "Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act”.
